Equivalency Diploma. 

●​ Demonstrate financial need (please see checklist requirements below) 

●​ Plan to enroll or is enrolled as a full-time student for the 2026-2027 academic 

year at an accredited two- or four-year institution of higher education or in a 

vocational institution. 

●​ Legally resides in the Washington D.C. metropolitan area (Maryland, Northern 

Virginia or the District of Columbia). 

●​ Possess a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale. 

●​ Not be a previous recipient.

must be prepared to formally introduce the new candidates.
